Navigation Warning/Special Event

Botany Bay

Construction works (‘the works’) are to be undertaken in relation to Energy Australia’s Botany Bay Cable Project at both La Perouse (A) and Yarra Bay (B) from 1 July 2009 until approximately 31 March 2010. 
Vessel operators are advised that:

(a)
NSW Maritime has designated the construction works areas to be a: 

(i) Special Event for the purposes of Section 12(2) of the Marine Safety Act 1998 ; and 
(ii)        a Construction Zone; and

(b)
a NAVIGATION HAZARD will exist in an area approximately 50 metres to the west of Bare Island (A) and in an area from Yarra Bay Sailing Club to Bumborah Point and extending out into Yarra Bay (B). 

DURATION OF SPECIAL EVENT 

A Special Event Area/Construction Zone will be in place from 1 July 2009 until approximately 31 March 2010 whilst the works are undertaken. 

SPECIAL EVENT AREA / CONSTRUCTION ZONE 

Location 

The Special Event Area/Construction Zone during these works will be as follows;


La Perouse (Area A)

A rectangular area approximately 288 metres long by 128 metres wide, within which a barge and pipes will be positioned, and which is defined by the following co-ordinates at each corner: 

 

North-East

North West

Yarra Bay (Area B)

An area approximately 100 metres wide from the boat ramp at Yarra Bay Sailing Club to a co-ordinate off Bumborah Point and extending south into Yarra Bay to a point approximately 600 metres from the shoreline returning to a point midway along the Molineaux Point seawall, within which 1 or more vessels and conduit/pipes will be positioned, and which is defined by the following co-ordinates:

Details of Operation  

· The Special Event Area/Construction Zone is required to enable the preparation and storage of conduit pipelines (A) until they are installed into undersea boreholes leading to Bunnerong RTA easement adjacent to the bus turning circle then on to the Bunkering Sub Transmission Station. 
· The Special Event Area/Construction Zone will be surrounded by lit construction buoy markers every 100 metres.

· All vessels and pontoons within the Special Event Area/Construction Zone will display lights at night. 

DIRECTIONS

NSW Maritime advises that in relation to the Special Event Area/Construction Zone:

· Persons within the vicinity of the Special Event Area/Construction Zone must comply with any directions given by a NSW Maritime Officer or Police Officer in relation to the Special Event or to marine safety. Failure to comply with any such direction is an offence (Marine Safety Act 1998, s.15A – Maximum Penalty $3,300.00);

· Vessel operators must keep well clear of any service craft, pipelines, equipment and the actual construction area; and

· Vessel wash must be kept to a minimum.

GENERAL

Persons operating vessels in the vicinity of the Special Event Area/Construction Zone are reminded of their obligation to:

1 maintain vessel speed at no more than 4 knots within 100 metres of floating plant or work in progress; and

2 keep a proper lookout at all times. 

Vessel operators are advised that entering the Special Event Areas/Construction Zones as described at (a),and (b) above, may constitute an offence contrary to the Marine Safety Act 1998, s.12(6) – Maximum Penalty $1,100.00 

All vessel operators must keep a safe distance from the pipelines and barges at all times and unauthorised persons are prohibited from climbing upon or securing a vessel to any equipment associated with the works.
